Jake Hall has resigned from the TLA Board.  He and his 
family recently moved to New York and found it too difficult 
to continue his duties. 

We have three proposed bylaw changes:   
 
1. Any shop owner who gets up to ten of their employees 
to sign up as TLA members would receive a 10% rebate 
of total cost of employees amount to be used as owner 
desires for his or her TLA dues, convention expenses or 
to donate back to TLA.  More than ten employees would 
get a 20% rebate. 

2. Advisors will be emailed or faxed to members unless 
member requests otherwise. 

3. The TLA logo may not be changed without a two-thirds
(2/3) majority of all current voting members present at 
any regular meeting or special called meeting. 
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The Texas Locksmiths Association is rapidly gaining strength 
and respect in the Texas Legislature and with our regulatory 
agency, the Private Security Board. 
 
Our ólock pickô legislation was passed by the legislature, signed 
by the Governor and became law on September 1st of this year. 
Now anyone using lock pick tools for criminal purposes will face 
an additional charge. 
 
Unfortunately our other bill, the one that would grant us repre-
sentation on the Private Security Board, died in the red tape of 
the legislative process. There was no public opposition to our 
effort, but it became entangled in an unrelated fight and died in 
the final hours of the session.  
 
However, John Chisum, Chairman of the Private Security Board 
recognized that locksmiths deserve representation on the board, 
and has appointed Billy Garrett to serve in an advisory capacity.  
 
President Troy Maynard did a great job recently in his negotia-
tions with Assistant Director RenEarl Bowie on our access con-
trol issue! He won a great victory for all locksmiths in Texas with-
out having to pass a new law. He did it through board rule.  
 
TLAôs strength is in our members. We will all have our work to 
educate many new members of the Legislature between now 
and next session on our issues largely due to re-districting and 
also due to the retirement of many veteran members. Some are 
estimating as many as 35 new members will be elected next No-
vember to the Texas House. 
 
Each ten years, after the census numbers are tallied, each Leg-
islatorôs district lines are re-drawn in an attempt to give each leg-
islator about the same number of people in each of their districts. 
 
The re-drawing of these lines can become a personal issue with 
legislators and it can also become a very public fight, as it has 
this year.  

Oakley Report 
Keith Oakley, TLA Lobbyist 
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The political party in control at the time of redistricting will at-
tempt to draw the lines to benefit their party, and that is not ille-
gal. But, if the lines dilute minority districts, then the Federal 
courts may become involved. And that is what has happened this 
year. 
 
The maps the Legislature drew were challenged in Federal 
Court. The Court, based in San Antonio, came up with its own 
maps. Attorney General Gregg Abbott asked the Court to stay 
the implementation of the maps, the court refused, and now Ab-
bott is taking the fight to the United States Supreme Court. 
 
The Court drawn map would ensure minorities made up the ma-
jority on three additional Texas congressional districts. If the 
2012 elections are held under the courtôs map, Democrats will 
have an advantage as they try to win back the U.S. House. 
 
With the federal maps in place for the Texas House and Senate, 
Democrats may fare much better than they would have under the 
legislatively drawn maps. In Dallas County for example district 
105, held by Irving Republican Linda Harper-Brown, and District 
107, represented by Republican Kenneth Sheets, will now have 
more Democrat voters.  
 
As will the districts represented by Dan Branch and outgoing Re-
publican Joe Driver.  Freshman lawmaker Cindy Burkett is run-
ning for Driverôs District 113. 
 
Former Representative Carol Kent is running for election in Dis-
trict 107, but with black voters making up 39% of the district, a 
black Democratic candidate may enter the race. 
 
Representative Kenneth Sheets faces opposition if he runs to 
replace retiring Republican Will Hartnett in District 114. Former 
Rep. Bill Keffer and Republican Jason Villalba also are preparing 
campaigns to replace Hartnett. 
 
Senator Wendy Davis won a victory when the Court map was 
instituted. Her district had been wiped out by Republicans, but is 
now much more favorable to Democrats.  She may be opposed 
by former State Rep. Toby Goodman and Representative Mark 
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Shelton. 
 
Rep. Rodney Anderson of Grand Prairie and Kelly Hancock of 
North Richland Hills are campaigning to replace retiring Senator 
Chris Harris, R-Arlington.  Now Representative Todd Smith is 
also considering a run for that seat. 
 
Representative Ken Paxton, R-Mckinney, and former Air Force 
fighter pilot Scott OôGrady are vying to replace Senator Florence 
Shapiro, who has also announced her retirement.  
 
There are so many other contested races around the state  the 
only thing that is certain is that there are going to be a lot of new 
faces around the state capitol. 
 
As I write this, it appears likely that the court drawn maps will 
stay in place at least for this next election. However, Abbott says 
that he will push for a quick ruling from the court, ñso candidates 
will not needlessly file for office based on legally flawed maps.ò 
Candidates began filing for office on November 28th and are set 
to continue through December 15th. 
 
Texas Republicans claim the judges substituted their own policy 
preferences for those of the stateôs elected representatives. 
Such action ñignores the voice of the citizenryò Abbott said in ob-
jecting to the maps. 
 
Republicans complained the judgesô maps favor the stateôs Dem-
ocratic minority too much and represent too radical a remedy, 
given that no court has yet determined the lawmakers maps are 
racially biased. 
 
U.S. District Judge Jerry Smith, the dissenting member of the 
three-judge panel, said the court should delay implementing any 
of the new maps and keep candidates from filing until the high 
court has reviewed the panelôs work. 
 
He says that a delay of even a few weeks would still provide am-
ple time for orderly primaries and runoffs well in advance of the 
November elections. 
 
No matter what maps are used in the next elections we will 
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choose a new U.S. Senator and elect all 36 members of the U.S. 
House. Every seat in the Legislature is up for election in newly 
drawn districts. Among state officials, two Railroad Commission 
seats and three members of both the state Supreme Court and 
the Court of Criminal Appeals will be chosen. 
 
The elections will provide challenges and opportunities for the 
TLA legislative team. We will have lost some old friends, includ-
ing Representative Joe Driver and Senator Mike Jackson. Driver 
is retiring and Jackson is running for Congress. We are also los-
ing veteran lawmakers Scott Hochberg, Pete Gallego, Jerry 
Madden and Burt Solomans.  They have been strong supporters 
of TLA and we owe them a great debt of thanks.  
 
Now we will have an opportunity and the challenge to make 
some new friends. It is imperative that we educate these new 
candidates and elected officials as to the importance of the lock-
smith profession to the future of Texas. 
 
We need you to get involved in the campaigns in your area. Our 
goal is for every elected official in Texas to have a friend back 
home in the locksmith profession upon whom they may rely.
