Report from January 26, 2010 DPS/PSB Board meet – Bonnie Brown Morse 
 
 Locksmiths were well represented at this regular meeting of the PSB Board. Two 
of the nine TLA officers were present along with five additional locksmiths from Texas 
and Keith Oakley, Lobbyist.  
 
 Approved by the Board at this meeting: (These can be read on DPS/PSB 
website.) 
Amendment concerning ‘definition of camera systems ’ (Rule 35.1(17)). 
Amendment concerning ‘Fees’ (Rule 35.70). 
Amendment concerning ‘Electronic Access Control Device Company License’ (35.76) 
 (pursuant to Section 1702.103(e) of the Act, this Company classification  
 will be Class B, Security Services Contractor license)  
Amendment concerning ‘Records to be Available for Inspection’ (Rule 35.93). 
Amendment concerning ‘Qualifications for Investigations Company License’ (35.221) 
Amendment concerning ‘Continuing Education Courses’ (35.291(14)) 
 (increase Locksmiths CEU hours to 16 hours every two(2) years… 
 no effective date has been announced) 
 
 Tabled by the Board at this meeting: 
Amendment concerning ‘Penalty Range’ (35.93) 
 
 Approved by the Board at this meeting: 
Pocket cards - ‘endorsements’ or ‘registrations’ being identified by one of three colors. 
Example: Blue-unarmed Registration, Purple-Instructor Registration, Red-Commissioned 
Security Officers. Each ‘pocket card’ will fall into one of these three groups. If a person 
has multiple things in the same group (Alarm Installer, Locksmith, Electronic Access 
Control Device Installer, Owner/manager, & Supervisor) these would all appear on their 
Blue registration card. If they are also an Instructor they would have a Purple card. Most 
of these changes are not expected to happen for some time (years) in the future, but a plan 
has been approved so the PSB staff can go forward. 
 
 Reports from the Licensing Section (Reginald Andrews) and Investigation 
Section (Lt. Adam Park) may be view on the PSB website. 
 
 Public comments included TLA President John Arnold & LASA President 
Bonnie Brown Morse who spoke concerning the current practice by PSB among 
Locksmith Registrants of multiply cards at multiply fees. We hope future ‘endorsements’ 
will reduce this ‘multiply fees’.

BYLAW AMENDMENTS 

AMENDMENT #1: Amend Article IV Section 1 by changing to the underlined words 
in italics. 
 
ARTICLE IV DUES AND ASSESSMENT 
Section 1. Dues. The total annual dues and assessment for all classes of TLA members 
except life and honorary members shall be ninety-five dollars ($95.00). 
 A. Annual dues shall be fifty seven dollars ($57.00) or a percentage allowed by 
 Article IV Section 2 and shall be deposited in the TLA general fund. 
 B. Assessment shall be thirty eight dollars ($38.00) or a percentage allowed by 
 Article IV Section 2 and shall be deposited in the TLA legislative fund. 
 C. Annual dues and assessment, if applicable, shall be payable between the first 
 day of the year and by the close of the registration desk on the day of the gen-
 eral membership meeting. 
Rationale: 
The dues and assessment have not been increased in many years and are in need of sub-
stantial adjustment as they are behind normal inflation and to offset TLA’s financial ob-
ligation to our lobbyist and the increased representation at DPS/PSB quarterly meetings. 
This is essential in having Locksmiths voices heard in Austin. 
 
AMENDMENT #2: Amend Article VII Section 1 by changing to the underlined words 
underlined in italics. 
 
ARTICLE VII MEETINGS 
Section 1. Date, Location and Notification 
 A. TLA should hold at least one annual convention for the purpose of providing 
 education, trade shows, etc. and a general membership meeting for the purpose 
 of electing officers, receiving reports, amending bylaws and conducting such 
 other business as may properly arise. 
 B. The annual convention shall be held in Texas in the following order of pref-
 erence: first choice February, then January, then March, in the event that the 
 BOD is unable to find a suitable location within these months the BOD shall 
 have the discretion to schedule the convention at an appropriate time. 
 C. When a matter arises which the BOD considers of sufficient interest or im-
 portance to require the support or advice of all members, the BOD shall call a 
 special convention. The official call to the convention, annual or special, with 
 the date and location of the meeting, shall be mailed to the membership no later 
 than thirty (30) days prior to convention. 
 D. The annual convention shall be open to and may be attended by all classes of 
 members and guests. 
 E. The amount of any registration fees for members and/or guests shall be de-
 termined by the BOD 



 

 

BYLAW AMENDMENTS 

Rationale: 
As we have become larger and more successful, facilities with appropriate space, fees, 
and open dates are harder to locate. Suitable facilities may not be available within Janu-
ary, February and March on dates that do not conflict with other associations and events 
being held at the same time, causing difficulty in getting instructors, distributors and 
manufacturers to attend. In the past, time constraints have forced TLA into venues that 
were not optimum to our event. 
 
AMENDMENT #3: Amend Article VII Section 2 by changing to the underlined words 
underlined in italics. 
 
ARTICLE IV DUES AND ASSESSMENT 
Section2. Assessment. The purpose of the assessment is to fund lobbyist's requirements. 
 A. The amount and due date of all assessments, if applicable, except punitive 
 assessments, shall be determined only during a convention and shall require a 
 two thirds vote of the delegates present and voting in the affirmative for adop-
 tion. 
 B. Nonpayment of assessment, if applicable, by due date shall result in a sus-
 pension of sixty 60) days. 
 C. If payment is not made within sixty (60) days, the member shall be dropped 
 from the membership unless the BOD authorizes a waiver. 
 D. The "Assessment" will be no more than 60% of the total "Dues and Assess-
 ment" collected from each member for the year. 
Rationale: 
We have an ongoing need to hire a lobbyist and see our profession is protected and pro-
moted legislatively. A larger percentage for assessment is necessary to see we have 
funds available to do so and all our members receive equal representation. This may not 
be possible if only a few contributors have to donate large amounts to keep the fund sol-
vent. 
 
AMENDMENT #4: Amend Article IV by inserting subsection 1.D which is underlined. 
 D. The dues may be increased as needed by two third vote of the Board of 
 Directors, provided they publish their motion in the TLA Advisor twice and 
 for a period of no less than 60 days. The increase may not exceed 20% in any 
 yearly period. 
Rationale: 
The dues and assessment need to be increased on a timely basis with increased 
costs. With the current system almost 2 years is needed to increase the dues, the board 
needs to be able to do so in a timely manner. Think about trying to run your business 
when gas prices went to 4.00 per gallon, most of our members had to raise prices and 
could not wait 2 years. There are restraints so membership will know in advance. 2/3 
vote will protect and insure a clear majority.
